With a market place visited by in excess of 10 million people a dayΣ ŀ ŦƛƎǳǊŜ ǘƘŀǘΩǎ 
ever increasing, eBay offers potentially unlimited, borderless trading opportunities 
to the would be entrepreneur and established businesses alike.   

eBay has built an on-line person-to-person trading community on the Internet, 
utilizing the World Wide Web to reach its millions of users. Buyers and sellers are 
brought together in a manner where sellers are permitted to list items for sale, 
buyers to bid on items of interest and all eBay users to browse through the listed 
items in a fully automated way. The items are arranged by topics, where each type of 
auction has its own category, some 50,000 of them in total. 

eBay has both streamlined and globalised person-to-person trading, which has 
traditionally been conducted through such forums as garage sales, 
antique/collectibles shows and flea markets. Their web interface facilitates easy 
exploration of items by buyers and enables sellers to immediately list an item for 
sale within minutes of registering. 

Browsing and bidding on auctions is free of charge, but sellers are charged a token 
amount to sell. 

¶ When an item is listed on eBay a non-refundable, but reasonably priced 
Insertion Fee is charged.  

¶ A fee is charged for additional listing options to promote the item, such as 
highlighted or bold listing.  

¶ A Final Value (final sale price) fee is charged at the end of the seller's auction. 
This fee generally ranges from 1.25% to 5% of the final sale price.  
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eBay notifies the buyer and seller via e-mail at the end of the auction if a bid exceeds 
the seller's minimum price, and the seller and buyer finish the transaction 
independently of eBay. The binding contract of the auction is between the winning 
bidder and the seller only. 

It may initially sound complicated, but through the pages of this book you will learn 
just how simple and easy it is to use and profit from the pages of eBay.

To understand drop shipping, we should first understand product distribution.  

Here's how it works: 

Let's say ACME Manufacturers makes a product called Jazz Hair Gel. We'll say that 
Jazz Hair Gel has been around for years. It's a well-known brand name product and 
everybody wants some. 

ACME Manufacturers makes Jazz Hair Gel, but the company doesn't sell it directly to 
the public. It's a manufacturing operation. It's far too busy melting paraffin and 
gelling test hair to go around building stores. It needs distributors, companies that 
will take the product and distribute it to places that will sell it. 

For years, ACME Manufacturers has sold Jazz Hair Gel to a company called ABC 
Distributors. ABC buys Jazz Hair Gel by the truckload and pays $5 a case for it, which 
is a very good price. It's such a good price; it has its own name: the manufacturer's 
wholesale price. 

ABC Distributors works with a chain of retail stores called Hair R Us. These stores are 
on every street corner in every major city in the country. Hair R Us buys truckloads of 
Jazz Hair Gel from ABC Distributors for $10 a case. ABC Distributors makes $5 on 
every case of Jazz Hair Gel they sell to Hair R Us. This makes ABC Distributors very 
happy. 

Cases and cases of Jazz Hair Gel arrive in the stockrooms of Hair R Us stores 
everywhere. The Hair R Us employees open those cases and pull 12 tubes of Jazz 
Hair Gel out of each case. With their pricing guns, they stick a price of $4.50 on each 
and every tube.  
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Hair R Us stores make a total of $44 on each case of Jazz Hair Gel. Twelve tubes at 
$4.50 per tube totals $54. Subtract the $10 they paid for the case and the profit 
equals $44 per case. 

Hair R Us is even happier than ABC Distributors. 

But the happiest of all are the people who can stroll into Hair R Us and purchase a 
tube of Jazz Hair Gel for only $4.50. They think this is a great price, and they're 
walking around with the coolest hair in town. 

That's basic product distribution. 

The Jazz Hair Gel example describes the manufacturer-distributor-retailer 
relationship. When you use drop shipping to sell products on the Internet, you 
become the retailer in that relationship. 

For our purposes, there are two kinds of retailer: the retailer who stocks products 
and the stockless retailer. Drop shipping means you become a stockless retailer. 

So in our case we want to sell items on the Internet via an on-line auction. Before we 
can do anything we have to have products to sell, right? 

To stock products you'll have to rent warehouse space and pay for a shipping 
account with UPS or FedEx, unless you want to saddle up and trot down to the post 
office every day. Worst of all, you'll have to pay for those products up front. 

[ŜǘΩǎ say you want to sell toys from a major toy manufacturer. You can contact them 
directly and they'll be happy to set you up as a retailer.  

¸ƻǳΩƭƭ discuss setting up an account, placing orders and all the other wonderful 
things business owners discuss with each other when beginning a relationship. Then

must be at least $100,000 or some other astronomical amount. 

That's one hundred thousand dollars! 

Stocking products costs money, that's the bottom line. No matter what you sell, if 
you carry stock, you pay first and hope you sell later. 

.ǳǘ ŘƻƴΩǘ ŘŜǎǇŀƛǊΣ ǘƘŜǊŜϥǎ ŀ Ƴ ǳŎƘ ōŜǘter way - Stockless Retailing also know as drop 
shipping. 

If you use drop shipping, you are not the drop shipper. The company supplying the 
products to your customers for you is the drop shipper. You become a "stockless 
retailer." 

Here's how drop shipping works.

You open an Internet store with a shopping cart and the ability to accept credit cards

You find a distributor willing to drop ship the products you want to sell. You establish 
an account as a retailer with the distributor(s) you choose. You receive images and 
descriptions of the products you want to sell from the distributor and post them on 
your web site or on-line auction listing. 

A customer views your site or auction listings and falls in love with a product you 
have priced at, say $20. The item is purchased on-line, with you charging the

method such as PayPal. 

You then e-mail the order to your distributor, along with the customer's name and 
address. This can easily be set up to become a fully automated system, again utilising 
eBay and PayPal (this will be explained in detail later on in the book). 

The distributor sends the product directly to your customer, with your name or

Your customer gets a cool product from you, shipped to their door. They then tell 
friends about you and your website or your eBay user ID, auctions or eBay store; you 
make even more money. 

You just made $8 on one item! You didn't have to buy a whole load of products and 
keep them in a warehouse. You didn't have to pay to have them shipped to you and 
then pay to ship them to your customer. All you did was send an e-mail to your 
distributor. 

That's the drop shipping process in a nutshell. 

To put this in to practice you will need to locate a good, reliable and low priced drop 
shipper who will sell you the sort of products that people want to buy.

list these products on eBay. When you get a customer, forward the order by email to

Pretty simple concept and the best part about it all is it actually works! We run a 
lucrative sideline utilizing drop shippers ourselves, so speak from experience.  
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In fact a recent customer of  contacted us to thank us for providing such 
informative information. He also told us of an unusual, but welcomed turn of events 
that happened as a result of what ƘŜΩŘ learnt from the information we supplied.

We will stress that not all of the products listed on the drop shipping sites mentioned 
will prove profitable ς in fact, many may undoubtedly make a loss. In our experience 
you will need to look carefully and take a little time to investigate what items are 
selling at auction and, more importantly, for how much? This should give you a good 
idea as to what products to target from drop shippers. Fads and phases happen 
within retailing just as they do within the fashion industry, so hitting the market with 
the right product at the right time is essential.  
 
To give you an example of the cyclic nature of the retail market ƭŜǘΩǎ look for a

spawned a whole range of accessories and associated products that have flooded on 
to the market. At the time of publication, many of these accessories were selling 
very well on eBay. We have had great success selling items such as iPod skins or

conventional radios without the use of headphones (in cars etc). We successfully 
sourced both of the above items from drop shippers in the past and made some very 
healthy profits as a result. 
 
Another example that proved popular over the Christmas holidays was the iDog. We 
discovered the interest the iDog toy had generated in Japan (http://www.idog-
segatoys.com/) and managed to successfully source some units in Hong Kong. We 
listed them for auction on eBay Australia as the drop shipping company would ship 
to Australia at a very competitive price (based on the relative proximity of the two 
countries). Every item sold within a few hours of listing and we subsequently learned 
that retail outlets all over Australia were crying out for these items in the build up to 
Christmas.

Items are listed in specific categories to enable easier location. When you have 
located the category you are interested in, when viewing the results, ensure you

With the fall in popularity of items in one country you may be able to pick up 
a very good deal that will sell extremely well in anotherΦ  YŜŜǇ ŀƴ ŜȅŜ ƻƴ ǿ ƘŀǘΩǎ 
selling well on certain international eBay sites as well. They could give an indication 
as to what may take off in other countries later down the line. Again, a 
comprehensive listing of international eBay sites can be found at the beginning of 
the book. 
 
We always keep an eye on the electronics industry in Far East Asia, particularly in 
countries such as Japan and Hong Kong, as they tend to lead the way in this field of 
expertise. Often electronic items hit the shops in these locations long before they 
make it to the west, and there are many determined people out there that are 
prepared to pay a premium to be one of the first to own a particularly hot item. 
 
A word of caution though. Please be aware of the restrictions involved in trade with 
the Far East or anywhere else around the world for that matter, specifically 
regarding electrical and electronic products. Mains power and power outlets all need 
to be considered before trading such items.

Cell or Mobile phones are also items that are, to a degree, region specific, so again 
care must be taken when considering trading in such items. It would certainly cause 
potential customers upset if you inadvertently supplied a phone that would not work 
in their specific country. It is also important to understand that many phones are

the added precaution of adding a software lock to the handset so that it will only 
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work on their particular network. Look for statements such as the phone is or has

To give you an understanding of which countries operate on which frequencies, here 
is a brief explanation accompanied by a comprehensive frequency of operation 
guide. 
 
Four frequency bands are used globally for GSM phones; two frequency bands by 
GSM services in the US, two different frequency bands by GSM services elsewhere in 
the world. 

Ideally, you'd want to trade with phoneΩǎ that can work on all four bands - commonly 
called a quad-band phone, thus negating the need to check. However these are still 
rare and relatively expensive. 

Therefore it is more likely you will be dealing with tri or dual-band phones, so care 
must be taken regarding which bands the phone operates on.  Below is a 
comprehensive listing of which countries currently use which GSM frequency bands.

Again we will stress that when dealing with any foreign sellers it is important to 
remember to read their terms and conditions before you start trading. When dealing 
ǿ ƛǘƘ ŘǊƻǇ ǎƘƛǇǇŜǊǎ ƛǘΩǎ a good idea to contact them directly to make sure the items 
youΩre interested in are likely to remain in stock for the duration of your auction.  
 
If you live outside of the United States or the United Kingdom you would be 
mistaken for thinking itΩǎ not possible to drop ship, as many drop shippers are 
located in these two locations. No need to worry, so long as you have an eBay 
account, you can sell just about anywhere. You will find that many drop shippers 
offer international delivery as well.

The unfortunate people that list these items, 
presumably unwittingly, stand to make very little from their listings, whereas you 
could make a small fortune. That Playstation we mention earlier; that made us a 
$134.50 profit! 
 
We would initially recommend going to the Fatfingers site and just start to have a

There is an advanced search feature that may be used on the site (located on their 
main page) which allows you to include correct spelling for 'Buy It Now' auctions 
(eBay only) and auctions that use PayPal (eBay only), which can prove very handy in 
pinpointing products. There is also an option to search other auction sites as well as 
eBay. 
 
For the more computer literate readers, Fatfingers offers a FREE and comprehensive 
selection of downloadable plug-in applications that allow the seamless integration of 
their search facility into a variety of web browsers. To access the download page, 
visit here:

Once you have downloaded the correct version of the add-in variant for your 
particular operating system and web browser (most are supported) you will need to 
close down and restart your web browsing software (Internet Explorer etc) to enable 
it to function correctly. 
 
In the case of Internet Explorer (running on a Windows operating platform), the user 
is able to highlight a product on any website (Say for example you are viewing items

Once you have familiarized yourself with the Fatfingers web site and search engine, 
ǿ ŜΩǊŜ ǎǳǊŜ ȅƻǳΩƭƭ ǎǘŀǊǘ ǘƻ ŜǎǘŀōƭƛǎƘ your own lists of items that you discover are 
frequently misspelt. We have found that a lot of designer label items are very 
commonly misspelt offenders with the more prominent ones being the likes of Louis 
Vuitton, Verscace, Prada, Dolce & Gabbana, Moschino and even Gucci. All of the big 
designer labels do prove tricky for many people to spell correctly and as a result we 
have had some very good fortune locating incorrectly and misspelt items at 
extremely competitive prices.  
 
We must air a word of caution when dealing with these particular types or product

At  we would strongly recommend checking the feedback of any seller 
on eBay before placing a bid. We seldom, if ever, deal with sellers with negative

clothing and jewellery, although this applies equally to all sellers.  
 
We say seldom as it is very often the case that new users to eBay will attract a few 
negative feedback comments before they get the hang of things. We tend to give 
them the benefit of the doubt. However, repeat offenders should be avoided in our 
experience. We will reveal the secrets the professional sellers employ on eBay to 
generate positive feedback in record time later in the book, but be aware that 
feedback is one of the most valuable tools offered by eBay and has a dramatic effect 
on your chances of profiting from it.

from sellers located in this area. There are obviously many legitimate sellers located 
in this region of the world which are more than reputable, but there are also large 
numbers that are not. Iƻǿ ŜǾŜǊΣ ŘƻƴΩǘ ōŜ Ƴ ƛǎǘŀƪŜƴ ƛƴ ǘƘƛƴƪƛƴƎ ǘƘŀǘ Ƨǳǎǘ ōŜŎŀǳǎŜ ŀ 
seller is located in a particular country it means they are going to be genuine, as that 
is sadly not the case. The US has a very lucrative market of counterfeit sellers in 
operation.  
 
Just proceed with caution when thinking of purchasing easily counterfeited items. 
Handbags, watches and sunglasses are all very popular with counterfeiters. Using a 
bit of common sense is probably the best advice we can give. If a watch you know to

yourself why anyone would do that if it were genuine?  
 
Again, the best advice we can offer with respect to sellers is always check their 
feedback. In general it takes a long time to establish a good, positive feedback rating 
on eBay. Genuine, honest sellers work very hard to maintain a high positive feedback 
level and will usually protest strongly in response to negative feedback postings.

frequently to disguise the fact that they have many unsatisfied customers, so look 

out for this. If you see this icon  next to a username it means they have changed 
their user ID recently; within the last 30 days.

This fantastic little site allows you to quickly and easily identify a potentially bad 
eBay member. By simply inputting an eBay user ID, the site will return a listing of all 
the negative or neutral feedback comments left against the user and if they have 
changed their ID recently.  
 
In the case of users that have many hundreds or thousands of feedback comments, 
this site is an absolute god send. eBay currently lists the volume of feedback left,

displaying each category individually. If a seller has a huge volume of feedback 
postings it becomes an almost impossibility to scroll through all the listings to find 
the negative comments, yet failure to do so may prove a costly mistake.  
 
The toolhaus site will simply list all the negative and neutral comments, clearly 
enabling you to see if the buyer has a lot of dissatisfied customers and if so, it should 
indicate what their main concerns were. This enables you to make an informed 
decision before choosing to deal with a seller or not. 
 
In the case of the counterfeiters, if an item is displayed by a seller and you have 
suspicions about its authenticity, by checking the negative feedback via the toolhaus 
site, it is very easy to identify a pattern. If several negative feedback comments have 
been left regarding authenticity of items sold, we would strongly recommend leaving 
that particular seller well alone. 
 
We would also recommend steering clear of buyers that insist on Western Union

payment options offer the buyer no security what so ever and sellers who are 
insistent on these forms of payment often prove hard to trace; many simply 
disappear, along with your money ς so be warned! 
 
We strongly recommend dealing with users with PayPal accounts as it offers an 
additional level of security in the transaction process. We will discuss PayPal later in 
the book, but at this point we shall merely state that PayPal are owned by eBay and 
between the two organisations they are working very effectively to stamp out 
fraudulent on-line activity. 
 
Back to the search for commonly misspelt listings on eBay. We have found that a 
large number of electronic and electrical appliance listings are frequently misspelt. 
Again, a lot of these products come from the Far East region of the world and as a 
result have names or spellings that are not so familiar in the west and so prone to 
misspelling. Try searching for companies such as Panasonic, Mitsubishi, Samsung, 
Ericsson, Hitachi and even Nokia.  ² ŜΩǾŜ ŀƭǎƻ Ŧƻǳnd that many of the games consoles 
turn up a lot of good results as well, so try searching for the likes of Playstation or 
Nintendo. 
  
Some items of chinaware can command very good prices, particularly antique items 
so try searching for the misspelling of names such as Wedgewood and Royal 
Doulton.

Bear in mind around 75% of buyers ǳǎŜ Ŝ.ŀȅΩǎ basic search engine to find an auction 
item. The only way to find misspelt items such as the examples listed above is by 
scouring a category or shop, or conducting a CŀǘŦƛƴƎŜǊΩǎ item search.  
 

Having purchased , even if you decide not to utilize many of the trading 
techniques described within, use FatfingersΦŎƻƳ  ǘƘŜ ƴŜȄǘ ǘƛƳ Ŝ ȅƻǳΩǊŜ ƭƻƻƪƛƴƎ ŦƻǊ ŀƴ 
eBay bargain. Just remember to type the correct spelling of the item and Fatfingers 
will automatically find the typo for you, and hopefully the treasure will follow!

The search threw up all of the Motorola L7 that had sold on eBay in the past few

would pay in a conventional store. 
 
From the search results we quickly established that the first five Motorola L7 phones 
listed fell in a price range from $295.99 down to $224.94. Remember, these were all 
items that had already sold on eBay and so accurately represented what the market 
dictated these phones to be worth at the time. 
 
When the auction closed we successfully bought ǘƘŜ ǇƘƻƴŜ ŦƻǊ ϷммтΦсрΦ ² ŜΩǊŜ ǎǳǊŜ 
you can see where we are going with this, but just to clarify. 
 
After we received the phone, which was exactly as listed; brand new and boxed, we 
put it straight up for auction again on eBay. We listed it as a Feature Plus! item and 
stipulated a $20 postage fee to anywhere within the US. Accompanied with a decent 
photograph, the phone attracted a healthy amount of bids. The successful auction 
winner purchased the Motorola L7 from us for a very reasonable $212.16; the RRP at 
the time of publication was $329. 
 
Allowing for postage costs of $20 and a $20.30 featured fee, our profit for this item 
was $94.51! That might not seem like much - ōǳǘ ǘƘŀǘΩǎ Ƨǳǎǘ ŦƻǊ ƻƴŜ ƛǘŜƳ  and the 
amount of work involved took about 30 minutes of our time. That would equate to

is a fine example of how simple it is to turn a very healthy profit on eBay, and all 
parties involved (expect for the initial seller of the phone that made the mistake) 
were more than happy.

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As we browse the listing on Fatfingers we regularly see plenty of items we know will 
make at least 25% more than they sell for, in many cases more. In fact our most 
profitable trade so far netted us over 400% pure profit!

One final thing we forgot to mention about misspelt items listed on eBay. It is 
common place that sellers discover the error of their ways and attempt to remove 
their listing from eBay before anyone notices. This can be done but only IF NO ONE 
HAS PLACED A BID IN THE AUCTION! As soon as a bid is placed the auction can no 
longer be easily removed.

Do your homework of course, but it can and does happen that sellers 
spot their error and act quickly to rectify it; so ensure you prevent that from 
happening by acting faster! 
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9. How bad can it get?

makers. Poorly listed items can prove just as difficult to locate and so are often great 
potential money makers. 
  
Badly listed items often have no photograph, a poor item description or are listed in 
the wrong category. Unbelievably we occasionally come across item or auctions 
ǿ ƘŜǊŜ ǘƘŜ ǎŜƭƭŜǊ ƘŀǎƴΩǘ even mentioned exactly what it is that they are selling!  
 
In the case of the final example above, where the seller may not have mentioned the 
name of the item in the title, these kinds of listing can be tracked down fairly easily. 
It is highly likely that the actual item the seller is trying to list will be mentioned 
somewhere in the ad. To successfully locate it you should try the following.

Remember approximately 75% of all eBay users only ever use the basic search 
engine. 
 
To find items that have been listed in the wrong category, which occurs frequently, 
broaden your search to include different categories or άLƴ ǘƘƛǎ ŎŀǘŜƎƻǊȅέ ǎŜƭŜŎǘ άAll

You can deliver more accurate results by enclosing key words in quotation marks.

(without quotation marks).
